Showcase Tickets

Costumes




MAX Dance students are provided with a costume for the show. The only charge
to parents is a $10 per costume maintenance fee. This is a huge saving for our
families, and a big initiative that MAX has taken on. In most cases, the costume is
complete (except for intimate items, such as tights). In some instances, we may
ask the student to provide dance shorts or a T-shirt, etc., but plenty of notice will
be given. This year, over 1,000 costumes need to be assembled for the MAX
Dance and the MAX Dance Academy Showcases.

Sizing
The teachers will measure the students and we will do their very best to match the
children’s sizes to the costume. The costumes are not custom ordered for each

child, thus if a costume is slightly too tight or too loose, parents must understand
that this is the trade-off for not paying hundreds of dollars in costume fees.

Distribution

Costumes will be waiting for the students at the theatre and are to be left there.
Failure to leave costumes at the theatre will result in a $60 fee being charged to
your credit card. This is necessary to be able to continue providing this valuable
service to our parents.
